The Four Provincial Crests of Ireland to be included on the Monument

At the extremities of each of the four arms of the Wainbourn design an additional panel is proposed there with artwork depicting the Coat
of Arms of a Province of Ireland. i.e the name of Connaught,UlIster, Munster and Leinster - the origins of the Irish in Canada. Each name
has its own historical background. The word C onnaught goes back to early Celtic times while the names of Ulster, Munster and Leinster
have Norse connections from the time the Vikings first arrived in Ireland. We are where we come from.

To align with each Art or Name panel each of the County names of Ireland will be engraved on the top surface of each arm. The County
names could be references to locate specific names or artwork at the site.

Some may note that Ireland is currently divided politically and served by two separate Governments ¢ in Dublin a nd Belfast and they
would be correct. However - the Society would remind everyone that this situation was brought about by historical events and politics in
Ireland. To be clear - the Monument project has or never will be about politics 1t it is simply abou t the people of the island of Ireland in
Canadat irregardless of their religious, political or any other affiliations.

The project mandate remainst the promotion of the people of Ireland in Canada and their contributions. All of the 200+ names currently
listed on the Monument website have been selected on that basis. Fifty + names remaining can be assigned at any timé even after
construction.
